He was consultant and regular lecturer to the Buddhist Studies Team that successfully introduced Buddhist Studies in Singapore Secondary Schools in the 1980s. After that, he was invited as a visiting scholar to the University of California at Berkeley. He has written many educational Buddhist books (such as Total Buddhist Work). He is a full-time Buddhist worker who is currently running the “Pali Without Grammar” series (an in-depth study of Pali Suttas), and also conducts regular Sutta and Buddhist studies classes for the NUSBS, the Singapore Buddhist Federa​tion, and the Buddhist Fellow​ship, besides running his own research project, the Pali Centre.
