The above table has been compiled based on cognate tables in Mallory and Adams (2006).  The table supports the spread of IE languages from India through a process of elite dominance or progressive Sanskritization (Shastri 2001).  A homeland by definition must be fixed in time and space.  Sanskrit has the most words relating to time and space.  The fewer agricultural terms in Sanskrit may show that it is older than agriculture or is not linked to it in any significant way. 
The most important purpose of human hair is the beautification of the body.  The very high number of words for hair in Sanskrit suggests a civilization that has been stable and prosperous in a position to spread its language to distant lands.  The paucity of words for hair in English indicates a people on the run, living a marginalized existence through out their short recorded history. 
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
